Nomination Procedure:

Individuals submitting candidates for positions must first have the candidate’s approval.  Nomination of Officers for VET-Force will be accepted by e-mail to Bill Picard at b.picard@advancedenvironmental.net.  Nomination Forms are due November 26th 2010.  To allow nominations to be submitted from the floor and/or by telephone; nominations will be closed at the November 26th meeting.  This will give all members the opportunity to nominate a candidate of their choice for any elected position within VET-Force.  A voting ballot will be created by the nominating committee and sent to every organization and business member by Joe Wynn who controls the data base.  The nominating committee will email an official ballot prior to COB December 3rd.  
Election Procedures:

The voting form must identify who is voting as a mechanism to ensure only one vote per organization or veteran owned small business member.  There are members of VET-Force who are both SDVOSB owners and members of various veteran organizations.  If a member belongs to more than one organization or business, he/she must designate the organization or business for which they are casting their vote.  Remember only one vote per person will be accepted.  Government agencies members are excluded from voting.  Any duplicate ballot will result in both ballots not being counted.  Election of Officers for VET-Force will also be by e-mail (in confidence) to Bill Picard at b.picard@advancedenvironmental.net.  The closing date for voting will be the close of business on December 10th so sufficient time can be afforded to counting the ballots and reporting the results at the December 14th VET-Force meeting.
